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Shaare Torah is a Conservative congregation that upholds and educates about halakhah (Jewish law).  Permanent tattoos are expressly prohibited by the Torah and subsequent legislation.

While playing with or applying temporary children’s “tattoos” (decals) is not per se prohibited under halakhah, activities in which such “tattoos” are distributed or applied give the appearance that tattoos are permissible.

Consequently, it is Shaare Torah policy that programs and religious school activities not include distributing or applying temporary children’s “tattoos.”
